1. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS: The general intent of this project ig to
replace the two each old refrigerated air dryers with new
desiccant air dryers.

2. WORK INCLUDES: Providing all labor, supervision, tools,
materials and transportation needed for the completion of the
scope of work.

3. LOCATION: All work performed will be aboard the Marine Corps
Air Station at Cherry Point, North Carolina, building 4380
{(Industrial Waste Treatment Plant, off “A" Street)

4. SCOPE OF WORK: All work performed shall be as outlined,
denoted and intended in this scope of work.

On top of the control room in building 4380 demolish the
existing, (ZEKS) air drying system, piping and valves.

Install new 3/4" steel piping and valves from the compressor
to the new dryer system (to be located on the wall, above the
location of the old unit), to a new oil/water separator, then
back, to a new distribution manifold, to be connected to the
existing building distribution piping.

In building 4382 demolish the existing air drying system,
piping and valves (on the exterior of building).

Install new 3/4” steel piping and wvalves from the compressor to
the new dryer system, to a new oil/water separator, then back to
a new distribution manifold, and connect to existing building
piping, to be installed inside building (on the wall) behind
pumps .

New Dryers shall be a Separator Filter Dryer (Order # MA3941528-
MFR # €40650) SFD: 110VAC, 80-120 CFM, 12 EACH

Install the dryer using Manifold Mounting bracket, (Order
#MA3941547-MFR #619785) B0-120 CFM & EACH}.

5. TERMS OF CONTRACT: The contractor is responsible for an on-
site wvisit to inspect the work areas and to understand fully the
scope of work.
